• Submit work through Teams by expected due dates. 

• Contact the teacher with any learning issues or needs.



Live Meeting Expectations
• Be on time: set alarms and log in a few minutes before time.

• Be prepared: in a quiet place, ready to learn, use headphones 
to focus.

• Mute yourself: Mute yourself unless being called on, reduce 
extra noise in your learning environment.

• Be presentable: Dress appropriately, be in camera view as 
much as possible, and be aware of your surroundings.

• Chat responsibly: Raise your hand to speak, type your 
questions in the chat box, stay on topic. 

• Participate: Be focused and attentive, be kind, and be an active 
participant.
