COPING WITH STRESS DURING
INFECTIOUS DISEASE OUTBREAKS

KEEP THINGS IN PERSPECTIVE: Set limits on how much time you spend reading or watching the
news about the outbreak. Focus on things in your life that are going well, you can conftrol, and
are positive and helpful.

GET THE FACTS: Find people and resources you can depend on for accurate health
information. Look for Official Sources, See Below, to learn from them about the outbreak and
how you can protect yourself against iliness, if you are at risk.

KEEP YOURSELF HEALTHY: Eat healthy foods and drink water. Get enough sleep and physical
exercise. Avoid excessive amounts of caffeine and alcohol and do not use tobacco or illegal
drugs. WASH YOUR HANDS, Avoid Touching Your Face, Practice Social Distancing.

IF YOUR CHILD HAS STRESS DURING A STORM,
HELP THEM TO USE THESE COPING SKILLS

. ASK children what worries them, and what might help them cope.

. OFFER comfort with gentle words, a hug, or just your presence.

. SPEND more time with the children than usual, even for a short while. Give them their
favorite toy, book, stuffed animal or pet, o comfort them.

. GIVE age-appropriate tasks to participate in, makes them feel useful.

. SUPPORT children spending time with friends, or having quiet time to write, draw, or
create art.

6. ENCOURAGE children to participate in activities, so they can move around, play fun

7. BREATH 4-4-4: Breathe in 4 seconds, hold it 4 sec., breathe out for 4.
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
