About the Course
	Course Description 
The Beginning Percussion course is designed for students with little to no prior experience in percussion instruments. 	Class Procedures 
· Students must enter the classroom before the bell rings. Once the bell rings, the classroom door will be locked, and students must have a valid hall pass to enter 
· Daily agenda will be posted to the Smart Board for students to review as they enter the classroom. 
· The first 5 minutes of class will be allotted for the students to do the following: 
· Getting out all necessary equipment
· Sit in assigned seats for attendance
· When the teacher stands in the middle of the circle or in the front of the room, all students are to seize playing and conversations to wait for further instructions. 
· During class, all students must actively participate and be engaged in what is happening. This includes taking notes, no side conversations or sleeping. Failure to participate with result in a 0 for the day and a contact made home.
· If a student needs to leave during class, they need to have a valid hall pass. See student handbook for further details. Only one student is allowed out of the room at a time. 
· At the end of class, the last 5 minutes of class will be allotted for students to put away all equipment. Once a student has completed packing up and put away their belongings, they are to sit in their assigned seats until the bell rings. No students are to line up at the door.  
	Class Notes
· As part of the daily grade, students must take written notes in class with the provided notes worksheet. They are not to leave the classroom for any reason.
· If a student has a verified absent from class, they will be exempted for that day. If a student has an unexcused absence, they will be given 0 for the day.
· If a student enrolled in the class late due to schedule changes, they will be exempt from point up until the date of their enrollment. 
· Make up days will be allotted at the end of each unit in preparation for quizzes
