	action plan – Daily behavior Management (Classroom)


	1. Students will review the rules for the science enrichment lab on a daily basis so that they understand classroom expectations.
2. Students who are experiencing difficulties in the lab will receive a time out in the classroom to regroup and focus. During the time out, the student will be separated from the lab activity until their behavior improves.
3. Parental phone calls will be made to address ongoing behavior problems that cannot be remediated in the classroom or using behavior management strategies. Classroom Dojo will also be utilized to address student concerns and infractions with parents. 
4. Serious infractions will be referred to the administration for further review.
5. Student behavior and parental phone calls will be documented for future parental conferences. 
   


Applying Appropriate Consequences Sequence – Room 240 
Minor Infractions:
1. Verbal and non-verbal cues (redirection)
2. Proximity in the classroom

3. Time out with written reflection

4. Points increased – marbles removed 
Moderate Infractions:
1. Privilege withdrawal

2. Behavior Analysis Plan constructed to document the function of the underlying behavior

3. Points increased
4. Contact parents regarding the behavior with documentation in SIS and classroom Dojo
5. Change of location within the classroom/Buddy room assignment
6. Review of the SLPS student handbook

Serious Infractions:

1. Sent to the counselor for guidance and support
2. Sent to the restorative room for temporary time out and self-reflection 
3. Written referral
4. Parent contacted via telephone and Dojo
5. Sent to the principal’s office to await administrative decision

6. Parental conference to address disruptive behaviors
