GOAL

Focus

In order to have true change in a child’s behavior you must have involvement from the parent, teacher and child. 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METHODOLOGY

Who is eligible to attend ETSM?   

· Students that have difficulty following direction.

· Students that are defiant and or oppositional.

· Students that have trouble focusing on an assigned task.

· Students that are unable to resolve conflict.

· Students who are unable to control their anger.

· Students who display lack of self-control.
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objectives

· Give choices that are age appropriate instead of threats and demands. 

· Give consequences with empathy for inappropriate behavior.

· Be consistent in delivering consequences and caring them out.

· The ability to set limits.

· Stay in control of self and the situation.

· Give children autonomy for growth.

· Develop children who are accountable and responsible for their actions. 
Taking control of the Environment

Every time you tell a child you can control something you can’t, your credibility goes down.  When you have no control, go for relationship building and techniques that make them wish they complied.

· Giving consequences with empathy.
· Give little choices instead of threats and demands.
· The importance of bonding with students.
· The cycle of threats. 
· Being consistent, something should always happen for inappropriate behavior.
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Preventing Behavior Problems

Children don’t learn from what we say, but what we do and the consequences that follow. 

· The power of modeling. 
· The art of giving choices.
· Replace don’t with what you want them to do.
· Always be glad to see them.
· Allow children to solve their problems.
