A line of students across the stage, di-
rected by Ms. Parker would turn large portraits, reveal-
ing a picture of each famous person as they were re-
vealed. The show ended with two dramatic dances
choreographed and directed by Ms. Parker. The entire

auditorium exploded in appreciative cheers at the con-
clusion. Afterwards, Ms. Parker thanked the audience.
Principal Young came to the stage to address students
and staff and to share a few thoughts on the signifi-
cance of Black History Month. Finally, students, by
grade, were dismissed to afternoon advisory and dis-
missal at the end of a memorable day.
