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Character traits tell specific 
qualities of a character in a 
story. They are the same kinds 
of words that you might use to 
describe yourself or a friend. 
The author may directly state 
these traits, but usually the 
reader must draw a conclusion 
about the character’s traits. 
Readers use the character’s 
actions, thoughts, and 
discussions to analyze the 
character’s traits.
