Indefinite articles a and 
an are used to refer to a 
singular noun. A is used 
with words that begin 
with a consonant sound. 
An is used with word that 
begin with a vowel sound.  
Examples:  
a computer 
an apartment 
 
The is a definite article 
because it can be used 
with words beginning 
with consonant and 
vowel sounds. It can also 
be used with singular or 
plural nouns and 
adjectives.  
Examples:  
the company 
the companies 
 
The is also used to refer 
to something with which 
both the writer and 
reader are familiar.  
Example: 
Remember the movie we 
went to see last night?
