St. Louis Public Schools Student Technology Equipment Use
Agreement

We are pleased to offer Students at St. Louis Public Schools the opportunity to
continue their access to education services through the use of District provided
technology and equipment.

I (student’s name) and my parent or guardian
(parent’s name), agree to all of the following provision
regarding student use of technology resources, including the use of any laptops, iPads
and/or other technology equipment issued to me by the District.

Students are expected to use district technology safely, responsibly, and for
educational purposes only. Students shall not share their assigned online services
account information, passwords, or other information used for identification and
authorization purposes, and shall use the system only under the account to which they
have been assigned. Only (slps.org) email accounts may be used on District
equipment, use of personal email accounts is expressly prohibited.

Students are expected to comply with all requirements of the District’s
Computer and Internet Acceptable Use Procedures P4847. Student shall have
no expectation of privacy while using District provided technology. The use of
the equipment may be subject to monitoring, including but not limited to
software to manage use and track equipment location.

Students are prohibited from using district technology for improper purposes,
including, but not limited to, use of district technology to:

1. Access, post, display, or otherwise use material that is discriminatory, libelous,
defamatory, obscene, sexually explicit, or disruptive.

2. Bully, harass, intimidate, or threaten other students, staff, or other individuals

("cyberbullying").

3. Infringe on copyright, license, trademark, patent, or other intellectual property
rights.

4. Intentionally disrupt or harm district technology or other district operations (such
as destroying district equipment, placing a virus on district computers, adding or
removing a computer program without permission from a teacher or other district
personnel, changing settings on shared computers).
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5. Install unauthorized software.

0. Engage in or promote any practice that is unethical or violates any law or Board
policy, administrative regulation, or district practice.

Students and their parents/guardians accepts full responsibility for the equipment and
will reimburse SLPS for any damages, including loss or theft. I understand that if the
equipment is stolen, my personal insurance will cover the cost, or I will assume the
financial responsibility. A theft report must be filed and provided to the District. The
replacement cost for any lost or stolen iPad is $320 and Hot Spot is $89.

If my student(s) withdraw from the district for any reason, I agree to return the
property within 10 business days.
