At Gateway Middle School our motto is … “Everyone achieves...no exceptions, no excuses!”  As educators, we believe it is our responsibility to pull together as a team, doing everything we can to meet children’s needs effectively.  This includes providing each child with the environment, skills, tools, and confidence to learn and feel good about himself/herself.

In considering the realities of adolescence, we know that social relationships come first.  It simply makes good sense to bring those relationships into the classroom and put them to work.  During the First Annual Gateway Middle School Seventh Grade Math Fair, social needs found a legitimate forum in students’ conferences about their projects.  Kids were the initiators of talk; genuine conversation occurred one-to-one and in small groups.  Seventh Graders socialized about the world of math and taught each other what they knew.  This kind of on-the-job talk belongs in the classroom.

The unique feature of the Math Fair was the use of pupil-composed materials to personalize math instruction.  Participants weaved together a series of diverse math investigations for their fellow students and parents as an extension of previously introduced lessons. Each independent activity directly correlated with the Missouri Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (DESE) Math Standards.  The Best of the Best will be the impetus for the 2010-2011 St. Louis Public Schools Math Fair.
