Expectations, Classroom Management, and Grading
Classroom Expectations- to ensure an effective and positive learning environment for all, students are to follow the expectations listed below: 
1) Be prompt- Be on time, enter the video call respectfully, turn in work on the assigned due date
2) Be prepared- Bring all work/class materials needed for class
3) Be productive- Maximize your learning, stay on task, follow directions, complete assignments, seek out assistance when needed, remain on video call and working until instructed otherwise. 
4) Be polite- Be respectful to all, be nice/neutral to all, respect learning time
5) Be patient- Wait calmly for your turn, wait to be called on unless we are having an open class discussion. 
Classroom Management Policy-if a student is not following the classroom expectations, the consequences listed below will be implemented to help guide the student to practice appropriate classroom behaviors:
1) Warning: I will provide the student with a verbal reminder/reprimand. 
2) Behavioral Intervention: I will implement an intervention that appropriately addresses the problem behavior (examples: provide student with a visual reminder, ask for removal of distracting item, implement a points system, conference with student 1:1,  etc.) Interventions used and results of interventions will be documented by the teacher. 
3) Contact home: I will contact the student’s parents/legal guardians to discuss the problem behaviors and approaches implemented in the classroom. 
Grading:
Semester grades are calculated by accumulating all points earned on formative and summative assessments throughout the entire semester to total 90% of the semester’s grade. The remaining 10% of the grade is the grade received on the semester final exam. 
Formative assessments, 40%- Do Now assignments, independent and group reading and writing assignments, notes, classwork/class activities, and quizzes.
Summative assessments, 60%- Tests, presentations, and essays. 
Final Exam, 10% of the students’ final semester grade- Final exams are given at the end of each semester. 
District’s Grading Scale- A- 90%-100%, B- 80%-89%, C- 70%-79%, D- 60%-69%, F- 1%-59%
Academic Responsibilities of Students:
If absent, students are responsible for asking the teacher for any work that they may have missed. Students are responsible for turning in the make-up work by the due date assigned by the teacher to earn credit. 
Student work that has been copied from another student or source without proper citation will not be accepted. 
If a student has questions or concerns with an earned grade, it is the student’s responsibility to approach me at an appropriate time (before/after class or during my plan periods) as soon as possible to discuss. Under some circumstances, students may be provided with the opportunity to re-submit an assignment.
