COURSE FRAMEWORK:
Trigonometry extends student’s understanding of trig functions, triangles, vectors, statistics, and their multiple representations. Additionally, students will be introduced to new concepts needed f Students will further develop their ability to explore and solve real-world application problems, demonstrate the appropriate use of graphing calculators, and communicate mathematical ideas clearly.


LEARNING OUTCOMES:
By the end of the course, students will:
· Use the language of functions to describe, interpret, and analyze graphs to model real-world data.
· Use algebraic properties of functions to describe, interpret, and analyze graphs to model real-world data.
· Use Trig functions to solve triangles and analyze the graphs of trig functions.
· Use vectors to solve real-world problems.
· Use Statistics to analyze and model real-world data.
· Describe, interpret, and analyze conics.
· Describe, interpret, and analyze radical functions to model real-world data.
· Describe, interpret, and analyze rational functions to model real-world data.
· Describe, interpret, and analyze polynomial functions using technology to model real-world data.
· Model data using linear, quadratic, power, exponential, logarithmic, and polynomial functions.

MISCELLANEOUS COURSE INFORMATION:
· Attendance: Being in class is very important.  With block scheduling, missing one class can set you behind by almost two days and make it hard to catch up.

· Missed Exams: Exams can be made up.  It is the responsibility of the student to come to the teacher in order to discuss when the test will be made up.

· Make-up work: When a student misses a class, he/she will have two days plus the number of days missed to submit make-up work. It is the student’s responsibility to ask for make-up work the day he/she returns to class during an appropriate break in instruction.

· Late Work: Homework is collected on its due date.  Late work from the current unit is accepted but points will be deducted.

The following signage will be used to indicate phone usage:
 
RED – No devices
