Outside Reading Project, 4th Quarter

Option 1:  The Soundtrack

Design a soundtrack for the book by choosing at least 5 songs that fit key scene, events, or themes in the book.  Then write a paper comparing the lyrics of the songs to the actual book and explain why you chose them for the soundtrack.  The paper can be like “liner notes”, with the notes for each song being a separate section of the paper.  Include designs for a jewel box and CD.  

Option 2:  The Collection of Letters

Write a series of letters from one character of the novel explaining events or emotions (this character’s side of the story?) as the story progresses.  Include with your letter some form of original art that you are “sending” the recipient.  This can be photos, drawings, paintings, recorded music, video, or something else.  This must relate to you project and chosen novel and include explanation 
Option 3:  The Journal

Write a series of journal entries written from the perspective of one of the characters.  Explain events, emotions, and your side of the story as the book progresses.  Include some form of original art (similar to Option 2).  

Option 4:  The Scrapbook

Incorporate images and short passages from/about the book in the form of a scrapbook.  It should be compiled by one of the characters and, similar to Options 2 and 3, be about events and emotions from the book.

All projects must meet the following requirements:
· be about three pages of text—approximately 1,000 words—(scrapbooks can vary more, but still must include a substantial amount of text)
· include at least eight direct quotes, with proper MLA parenthetical citation (they should reflect key scenes or themes and should fit well with your project.  DO NOT choose these quotes randomly!)
· be creative, neat, and carefully constructed.  Lack of effort on your part will obviously mean a reduction in points.  Example:  clip art, printouts of movie versions, copies of real book covers and stick figures are not creative.  Neatly created collage, drawings (computer generated or by hand), paintings, photographs (manipulated by computer or hand?), and different textures are creative.

· be free from grammatical, spelling, mechanical errors (unless it serves a purpose as is)

· show thorough understanding of the book and be free from general or vague content that would show otherwise.

· be typed or handwritten (obviously neatly with no errors!) depending on the option.
· be organized logically with cohesive devices; paragraph and/or essay organization must be evident
