· Summer school is underway with a student enrollment of 5,300. Summer school is held at 21 sites. The District continues to work with Imagine families and students.  
Information Items

(The Nutrition Education Program was listed on the agenda, but was not presented.  This report will be presented at another date.)

Four (4) brief reports were presented.  They were:
· Proposed Revised Promotion and Retention Policy. Dr. Nicole Williams, Deputy Superintendent for Academics provided a brief overview of the need to update this policy. The current policy was last reviewed in December 1999. The new policy will provide clear consistent guidelines with District-wide defined standards for governing promotion and retention for all students. This policy, under Resolution Number 06-26-12-67, Items for Consideration for the July 26, 2012 will be presented for action at that time. Superintendent Adams will also provide a method of distribution to parents and other relevant parties.
· Missouri School Improvement Grant (SIG) – Year 3 Award. Mr. Michael Haggen, Associate Superintendent of the Office of Innovation and New Schools presented this report. He reported the US Department of Education awarded the District $4.2M for Year 3 of SIG. This came as a result of the District’s success in applying the Turnaround Model in its lowest performing schools which produced drastic results. The District leads the way serving as a model for other districts. The Department of Elementary and Secondary Education asked the District to host the summer training for all districts that receives SIG dollars. The training will take place June 13th and 14th at Vashon High School.   
· School District Administrative Claiming (SDAC). Ms. Anna Munson, Director in the Finance Division gave this report. Several activities completed by staff at the school level meet the claimable criteria for MO HealthNet administrative claiming. The crucial foundation for administrative claiming is to reimburse school districts for those activities. Random moment time study is conducted quarterly to determine the percentage of time a person spends on claimable activities. Resolution Number 06-07-12-01 of these minutes addresses this request.
· Early Childhood and Early Childhood Special Education. Dr. Sheryl Davenport, Executive Director of Early Childhood and Early Childhood Special Education gave this report. She reported on Early Childhood Quality Standards that included the classroom standard – pupil to teacher ratio as defined by the Missouri Department of Public Health and Senior Services; having highly qualified teachers to meet the growing need while at the same time providing the appropriate professional development and addressing the curriculum; assessment and evaluation to determine continued success of the students as well as the program; and finally, engaging parental support. Resolution Numbers 06-07-12-13, 06-07-12-14 and 06-07-12-15 of these minutes addresses this report.
