Background

The School Safety Center Foundation, Inc.(SSCFI), is a 501-©-(3) non-profit group
established in 2010, to furnish training and technical assistance to those school districts
within the US that are not covered by a designated US Department of Education or a state
school safety center. The center uses both nationally recognized standards of school
safety and generally accepted standards of school safety to assist districts in promoting a
safe and orderly education environment as well as deal with crisis response operations.

All center consultants are recognized leaders and subject matter experts in the areas of
law enforcement, physical security, behavioral science, education administration, and
emergency services as they relate to the safe and orderly education environment. Several
of the consultants have acted as expert witnesses in both federal and state courts. If any
client district of the center becomes involved in litigation concerning a center
recommendation, the center will furnish an expert witness for testimony. Additionally,
the center will refund all charges if the district is not satisfied with the quality of service.

Services Provided

Services are tailored to the needs of the specific school district based on the state in
which it is located and applicable state codes.

Crisis Response Team: The center maintains the only education emphasis crisis
response team in the US with a specific expertise in assisting school districts to restore
full education operations in the shortest amount of time possible following a disaster.

School Resource Officer Training: The center teaches the Mississippi Department of
Education School Resource Officer Basic Course curriculum which includes training on
school law for the SRO, how to conduct school safety assessments, how to write crises
response plans, and how to conduct character education training.

School Safety Officer Training: The center teaches the Mississippi Department of

Education School Safety Officer Basic Course curriculum for school security officer
which includes school law, patrol operations and report writing, Passive Restraint for
Educators, Oleoresin Capsicum certification, as well as First Aid and CPR.

School Safety Administrator Training: The center teaches the Mississippi Department
of Education School Safety Administrator course curriculum for those personnel assigned



as school safety administrators as an additional duty. This is primarily to familiarize
administrators with the fundamentals of school safety to include school safety
assessments, crisis plan development, school discipline, student restraint and search and
seizure issues, as well as litigation avoidance. ’

School Safety Assessments: Comprehensive assessments of a local school’s, school
safety plan which includes complaints with state and federal law, physical security, health
and safety, crises response plan, student compliance, buildings and grounds as well as
programs that promote compliant student behavior.

Crisis Plan Development: This is a one day session wherein administrators come in to a
computer center with an electronic copy of their current crisis plan and conduct a review
and revision with the assistance of a consultant. In most cases, it allows the administrator
to walk out with their crisis plan 80% updated for the next year.

Juvenile Threat Assessment: This is a train the trainer class wherein SROs, social
workers, counselors, and juvenile probation officers are trained to conduct a four-pronged
behavioral assessment of a student who has made a serious threat or has manifested
violent tendencies. The goal of the assessment is to predict violent behavior and initiate
intervention to prevent it.

Passive Restraint for Educators: A 12 hour certification class focused on the legal
aspects of student restraint during emergency situation to include the role of verbal de-
escalation, continuum of restraint and liability issues. Includes practical training in the
non-impact restraint system suitable for all district employees utilized by the Mississippi
Department of Education.

Violent Confrontation Avoidance for Educators: A 4 hour class in the kinesic and
behavioral indicators of impending assault or other violent behavior that may be directed
against staff. Includes training in reading personnel for signs and symptoms of violent
behavior. Immediate response procedures, how to de-escalate a situation and when to
flee. It is excellent training for work place safety.

Bullying Mitigation and Response: An 8 hour class in the current state law regarding
bullying and the supporting school policy. Includes specifics of how to investigate and
respond to bullying incidents as well as documentation to avoid litigation. Includes the
most current information regarding the bullying paradigm wherein more emphasis is
placed on victim behavior and intervention at that level. Includes detailed training on the
“victim” profile that most bullies are attracted to.

School District Occupational Safety Planning: A 4 hour, detailed overview of a
recommended district crisis response and occupational safety manual to include
recommended policies and procedures to enhance staff safety and reduce worker
compensation costs. This includes a detailed discussion of worker compensation fraud in
the education environment.
