Create brochures and/or reports. (Use MS Publisher for brochures and MS Word for reports.)

Over the next few weeks, consider some of the video games and computer-based games that
you enjoy playing. Pick-your favorites as subjects for your reports. Try to create at least one
report a week. Here are the details of this activity:

Create a brochure or two-page report on a favorite video game. Ideally, it is a game that you
can play on a desktop or laptop computer at school or home. It could be a game that you play
on a gaming system. (Recall our brochure specs: 2 pages, Landscape orientation, 3 columns,
quarter inch (.25) margins, and the “cover” is on page one, the far-right column!)

Here are the things you need to think about as you study your game and prepare to put together
your informational brochure and/or two-page report:

e Name the Game.

e Tell where to locate the game. What is the URL (Internet Address)?

e Describe the Game. Is it a one player-game? Two players? More?

e \What is the object of the game? What is the point of the game?

e How do you interface with the game? Keyboard? Mouse? Special controller.
e Any special tips on game-play?

e What do you like about the game?

¢ Include some screen shots of your game in action — 3 to 5. (Print Screen) Crop the images
and include a caption describing the picture.

EXAMPLE
Name the Game.
Alphabetic Rain

How do you interface with the game? Keyboard? Special Keys on the keyboard? Mouse?
Special controller?

You use the keyboard to play the game, the letters and numbers.
Any special tips on game-play?

Start with the easy level first.
What do you like about the game?

It is exciting to try to keep the letters and numbers from reaching the ground as more and
more start to fall. It is fun to get better at typing and to have fun doing it.
