WHAT IS THE FUTURE

When you want to describe events
that WILL happen in the future, use
le futur.

Je ferai un stage de journalisme.
I will do a journalism internship.

Nous irons en Espagne.
We will go to Spain.

NOTE: In English, you use “will”
before the verb, in French you use

a tense (BEginNiNg + endings)

ce sera = this will be
