C’EST + LE/LA + PLUS/MOINS + ADJECTIVE SINGULAR

CE SONT + LES + PLUS/MOINS + ADJECTIVE PLURAL

It’s thewiggest museum.
C’est |aimoinsiongue rue.
It’s thelshortestistreet.
Ce sont [eSipIUSIBElIeS avenues de la ville.
They are thejprettiestiavenues in the city.

NOTE: The adjective is followed by the noun it describes.

WITH ADJECTIVES OTHER THAN BANGS

LE/LA/LES + NOUN + LE/LA/LES + PLUS/MOINS + ADJECTIVE

Les parcs d’attraction sont les endroits les moins relaxants.
Amusement parks are the most relaxing places.

THE BEST/WORST (+ NOUN)

LE/LA/LES MEILLEUR(E)(S) = THE BEST
Ce musée est de la ville.
This museum is in the city.
On joue matchs de rugby a ce stade.
They play rugby matches in this stadium.
LE/LA/LES PIRE(S) = THE WORST

J’ai goaté a omelette en ville.
| tasted omelette in the city.

Find the noun the adjective describes to choose :

1. le, la, or les (review exceptions)

2. the gender and the number of the adjective

(review irregular adjectives)

BANGS ADJECTIVES
(short adjectives that go before the noun)

BEAUTY : joli, beau

AGE : jeune, vieux

NUMBER : premier, deuxiéme, etc.
BOODNESS : bon, mauvais

SIZE : petit, grand, court, long
