Building a base of academic excellence

Not all children learn at the same pace or in the same way. That’s why
we tailor our core classes to make sure your child is prepared for
high school:

¢ Reading. We offer three tiers of reading instruction, through
“Scholastic Suite,” so your child will have a reading class designed
to meet his or her personal needs. And it works: A recent 8th grade
class averaged three years of growth in just 1%2 years through
this program.

e Math. Your child will also receive individualized math instruction
through the use of “Renaissance Math.” The results: A recent 8th
grade class averaged a year of growth in just five months. A math
specialist is also on staff as a resource for students.

e Technology. Each core classroom has a “SMART” board and
computers to make learning more interactive. Your child will have
access to a laptop cart for reports, presentations or research.
