Have you ever been soaked by the rain?

Plants need to dry off, too. Plants can die
if they get too much rain. Drip tips can help. A
drip tip is a pointy end on a leaf. Rain drips off
the pointy part.

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You can wear a raincoat to stay dry. Some
plant leaves make a waxy coating. This coating
is like a raincoat. It stops water from soaking

into the leaf.
