 Extra Credit Nobel Prize Project
A Nobel prize in Physics is awarded every year. In this project, you will be researching one year’s prize to discover a modern physics principle and an important physics researcher. 
When you have completed your research, present your information on a small poster for possible display in the classroom.

Grading criteria:

· Poster identifies the year the award was made (1 pt).

· Poster identifies the recipient(s) by name (1 pt).

· Poster includes a picture of the scientist(s) (1 pt). 
· Poster identifies the achievement for the award (2 pt).

· Poster explains the physics (3 pt).

· Poster explains why the physics is important. (2 pt)

· Poster describes at least one interesting fact about the physics or the Nobel prize that’s not included in the above (2 pt).

· Poster is neat (2 pt).

· Poster is aesthetically pleasing (2 pt).

· Poster contains at least two pictures related to the physics principle (2 pt).

· Poster cites at least two websites (2 pt).

Remember to put your name and period number on the back of the poster!  

Another reminder:  Remember to cite the websites you take information from and to restate everything in your own words! Don’t print out a website or cut and paste.
