The S.T.AR. book is a fantastic tool to organize parent and teacher communication as well as facilitate
responsibility in children. No more lost lunch moneyl No more looking for something to write the teacher
a note withl The 5.T.AR. book is a 3 ring binder that contains the sections listed below. Entries are made
daily so please look at all of the sections, especially the Parent/Teacher Communication section. Please see
that your child returns this notebook daily.

Homework - front pocket This pocket will contain homework papers. Please return the homework in this pocket as well.

Star Pouch
Inside the binder is a plastic pouch. Use this pouch to send in lunch money, book orders, money for field trips, etc. Feel
free to keep a pen or pencil in here for parent/teacher communication as well.

Daily Behavior/Homework Calendar This folder will have a copy of our behavior calendar. I will nete the mouth on the face
each day according to the behavior of your child in class. When necessary, I will write a short note on the back describing
the events that led to your child’s face for that day. I will also mark if your child has not completed homework on this
calendar. Please be sure to initial the calendar each day.

Important Notes from School I will put my monthly newsletter in this section at the beginning of each month. This section
will also contain any notes from school, notes from our Principal, school district as well as classroom information, etc. This

sleeve is also for sending excuses to school when your child is ill. If a doctor has seen your child, please send notification of
that as well. Please return any handouts needing to be returned, filled out, or signed in this sleeve.

Reading Log This section will have a new reading log each month to document students’ reading progress. There will also be
sight words placed here for practice at home.

Parent/Teacher Communication This is the notebook paper inside the S.T.A.R. binder. This will be for notes between you
and me. Please stress to your children that this is ONLY for your teacher and parents to write in. I will be writing notes to
you in this section and looking for communications from you there. Please check daily and I will do the same for
communications from you. I would also ask that you leave any notes that we may write in the notebook so that we can look
back and remember any communications we may have had. This will help me remember what we've discussed and when we

discussed it.

Finished Work - back pocket This section will cantain super duper work completed by your child in class. Please remove it
nightly and discuss it with your child. After you have "oooed and ahhhed" over it, I'm sure you'll want to show off this work

on the refrigerator. ENJOYII!

*We will spend time each morning ar  afternoon updating our S.T.AR. books, therefore, it is EXTREMELY
important that your child bring this to school every day. This will teach them responsibility as well as
organization.

PERSEVERANCE: Someone who has perseverance shows

commitment, hard work, patience, and endurance. This
person can bear difficulties calmly and without complaint.
