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Apply systematic phonics instruction.
Learn to connect what they know from their own experiences to texts before, during and after a read-aloud.
Make connections between texts.
Retell stories, using characters and plot to organize their thinking.
Visualize to deepen their understanding and enjoyment of poems and stories.
Wonder and ask questions before, during, and after a read-aloud to make sense of a text.
Identify features of expository texts, such as tables of contents, glossaries, photographs and other illustrations, and captions, and use those features to help them understand the texts.
Make inferences to think more deeply about both narrative and expository texts, informally.
Explore which ideas in texts are important and support their thinking with evidence from the texts, informally
Explore story elements as they think and talk about stories, informally.
