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Remember, the setting of the 
story is when and where it takes 
place. Some stories may convey 
this to you directly, but some do 
not, and you may need to make 
inferences using your 
knowledge and what the story 
does tell you.  
 
Pick a story that you know and 
find pictures on Google images 
that help represent the setting. 
Copy and paste them into a 
word document (make a 
collage) and share it with your 
ELA teacher.
