Before | started here at Collegiate in
2021, CSMB's Robotics team had been one of
our more prominent clubs. But last year it
underwent some changes such as a new
coach, new equipment, and, of course, many
new club members. To discuss this, and more,
| recently sat down with E'sabel

Merriweather, who happened to join our school
and the club last year and is now the team’s vice
president.

To start off, | asked her about how the
club's work is divided up. At the beginning of a
meeting, the team starts with an overview of
their goals—near and far. Next, it is time to split
up! Firstly, they have the design team “who
produces the logos and the distinct colors. And
then [the Robotics Team] has the construction
team which builds the robots and produces
different ideas.”

But as E'sabel tells me, that's not all! “We
have our communications team who deals with
fundraising and community outreach and things
we want to do for the school and then we have
the coding team that do the computers and we
work together figuring out the code.”

In total, the club is made up of four
individual parts, but the roles are not as fixed as
they may appear. As E'sabel tells me, despite
being the vice president, she has multiple roles
like any other club member. “I’'m doing coding
this year and I’'m also part of the community
outreach team--so, working with fundraisers and
reaching out with our school different people.”
Working together is one of the only ways the
club’s various events can get tackled.

In terms of competitions, the Robotics
team has not yet started. “Right now, we’re in
the process of building our robot and preparing
it,” E'sabel tells me. “Our competitions normally
start like at the end of November going into
December and January; they have competitions
every Saturday, but we don't go to every single
competition to compete in.”

At the end of this period is when things
get exciting, since that is when the team will be
heading off to Regionals. As E'sabel tells me,
regardless of the outcome, the team's
Community Outreach section is always working
hard to get their name out there and will be
present to advocate for the club.

To end this off, | would like to share
one last thing the Vice President told me.
Regardless of whether you've joined the club or
are simply curious, “Robotics is a cool place
where you can come to learn different skills and
meet people of like minds that you can be
friends with. It’s also a fun place to be around.”
