Vocabulary:
Collegiate: characteristic of, or intended for college students
Respect: unconditional a sense of the worth or excellence of a person, a person’s things, a person’s ideas and believes  
Participation: the act of taking part, doing, be it physically, mentally, or orally.
Integrity: adherence to moral and ethical principles; soundness of moral character, honesty and the state of being whole, entire, undiminished. 
Abstract art: (abstraction) a trend in painting and sculpture in the 20th century that breaks away from traditional representational art styles and focuses on and explores the relationships of form shape color in reference to and in opposition to the physical world. 
Ambiguous: open to or having several possible meanings or interpretations, lacking clearness, obscure or indistinct.
Perception: point of view of any particular person in any place, how we perceive what we are looking at hearing or thinking.  
Elements of art: line, shape, value, form, space, texture, color
Line: a mark or stroke, long in proportion to its breath,
Plane: a flat or level surface extending to edges.
Gradation: the passing of one tint, shade, color or texture to another by small degrees so to create a smooth transition or change in the visual presentation. 
Pattern: a combination of qualities, acts, tendencies, lines, shapes forms etc. forming a consistent arrangement of orientation.
Orientation: where something is, placement in a drawing or painting as well as placement of a sculpture in a given environment.
Subjective: existing in the mind; belonging to the thinking subject rather than the object of thought. Placing excessive emphasis on one’s own moods, attitudes, and opinions (subject to interpretation)
Objective: not influenced by opinions or bias, based in observable fact.
Kinetic art: art having moveable parts activated via wind, motors, or hand powered mechanization. Art movement in the 1960’s seen in mobiles and other art with moving parts.
Proximity: nearness in placement, time, order, occurrence in relation to orientation of parts.
Value: brightness or darkness of a hue, mark, or plane, (saturation of light or absence of light)
Emphasis: attention or implied importance of an element in a work of art- meaning or focus of the work objective as well as subjective, structural and conceptual.
Scale: relive size of the art (it’s dimensions) as well as the size of the parts in the art.
Illusion: something that deceives by producing a false or misleading impression of reality.
Contour lines: lines that define the visual bounds or edges of a shape, form, or representation of.
Exterior contour lines: lines that distinguishes the border of an object, shape, or form.
Interior contour lines: lines that define the edges of an objects interior intersections of planes.
Continuous contour drawings: art made using one continuous mark or line.
Blind contour drawings: art made looking at the subject not the drawing commonly using a continuous contour line.
Cross contours: lines that track across a surface, linking the heights of a form used in mapping of terrane, also in 3D mapping as in C.G. animations.
Hatching: single directional lines that act as shading of a contour line drawing.
Cross hatching: multi directional lines used to shade a form.
Radiant lines: multi directional lines emanating to and from a single point as in a one-point perspective 
Radial lines: circular lines focusing around or from a central point as seen on a target.
Grid: the combination of parallel horizontal and perpendicular vertical lines
Stippling: a technique of shading/painting using only dots or points as the mark making.
Relief: art that is formatted on a wall or on a surface within a register raising from flat to 3D in varying degrees of depth.
 Low relief  barely standing out from the background, 

High relief  deeper, higher difference from back to front 

Embossing: to engrave or raise a surface design in a relief.
Collaborate: to work, one with another; cooperate.
Dreamscape: a dream-like, often surrealistic scene.
Symbol: mark combinations or images used to represent a thought or subject as in letters of languages, numbers and shapes with specific meanings.
Variety: the use of differing elements to create diversity of method, meaning and media.
Texture: physical attributes or implies surface design, utilizing pattern.
Contrast: the difference between light and dark values and colors (the differences of any apposing elements)
Geometric: pertaining to geometry; shapes with straight edges and corners.
Organic: referencing nature; shapes with curved or irregular edges.
Space: present or implied area in and around art
Form: existing physically or implied in 2d, objects in space.
Shape: combination if lines to show a distinction of space.
Range: the extent and or the polar limits of any things be it colors, the length of a line the amount of colors used or the distance actual or implied that is traveled.
Spectrum: all colors of the color wheel in order, the range of seeable color (rainbow)
Primary colors: Red Blue and Yellow
Secondary colors: Green Orange and Violet
Intermediate colors: Rv, Bv, Bg, Yg, Yo, Ro (theoretically infinite)
Cool colors: Blue, Violet, and Green
Warm colors: Red, Yellow, Orange
Complementary colors: Red & Green, Blue & Orange, Yellow & Violet
Harmony: a coherent whole of all parts of the art work, when the elements of the art are ‘getting along together’
Balance: when the visual weight of the art is equally strong throughout the work.
Perspective: the state of existing in space before the eye, how we see what is presented.
Vanishing point: the ‘point’ in a perspective that becomes too small to distinguish. 
One-point perspective: drawing/painting utilizing a horizon-line and a single central vanishing point.
Two-point perspective: drawing /painting utilizing a horizon line and two vanishing points.
 Proportion: comparative relationship between things or magnitudes as to size, quantity, numbers; ratio, ‘proper or true’ relation between things and their parts.
Rhythm: a patterned repetition of a formal element with in the art at regular or irregular intervals.
Motif: a recurring subject, theme, or idea, though out a piece as well as the body of an artist’s work as a whole. 
Culture: the behaviors and belief characteristics of a particular social, ethic, or age group.
Juxtaposition: an act or instance of placing close together or side by side, especially for comparison or contrast so to high light the differences as well as the similarities.
Symmetric: appearing bilateral same, echoed, or mirrored 
Asymmetric: of unequal design, lop-sided, bilaterally different..
Shade: a color with black added.
Tint: a color with white added.  
Viscosity: the thickness or thinness of a liquid or fluid  
Monochromatic: when only one color of the spectrum and it’s shades and tints are used.
Hue: property of light by which color is classified across the spectrum.
Aesthetics: a branch of philosophy dealing with such notions as the beautiful, the ugly, the sublime, the comic etc. objectively establishes the validity of critical judgment as well as investigates the interaction of the subjective  
Archetype: original model, personification of characterizations referring to specific ideals repeated through-out history and overlapping cultures such as ‘the king’ ‘the vile’ commonly seen in fables and fairy tales.    
Critique: a critical objective analysis of art so to enhance the artists understanding of the perception of their work as seen by those taking part and giving feedback.
Dynamic: characterized by energy or effective action; vigorously active or forceful display.
Dichotomy: division in to two parts, kinds, or halves. Having duel meanings or inferences  
Indo-skeleton: interior ridged structure in animals or objects. (bones/frame work)
Exo-skeleton: exterior ridged structure (shells/armor)
Matrix of growth: that living things are made up of multiple parts (small thing making large things) that organic structures stem from the large and branch in a gradient to the small
Direct observation: looking at your intended subject in first person. 
Still life: a staged arrangement of objects so to replicate in art using direct observation.
 Mold: hollow form or matrix for giving a particular shape to something in a molten/plastic state.
Concave: curved like a segment of the interior of a circle or hollow sphere; hollow and curved.
Convex: having a surface that is curved or rounded outward.
Positive relief: when the shapes or imagery up or out of the register
Negative relief: when the shapes or imagery is carved or pushed in to the surface of the register
Concept: what the art that is made means, intends to mean, or is referencing.

Clay: natural earthy material that is plastic when wet, consisting essentially of hydrated silicates of aluminum: used for making bricks, pottery, etc.(earth/ mud.)
 Knead: to work (dough, clay, etc.) into a uniform mixture by pressing, folding, and stretching. - to manipulate by similar movements
 
Slip: mix of clay and water, more wet than solid so to be used as a form of glue or binding solution 

Scoring: cutting ridges into a surface so to increase the amount of clay exposed 
Register: The formatted space designated for a piece of art. Used in; reliefs, comics, book illustrations mosaics, printmaking, and photography. 
Horizon line: line in a perspective drawing that designates eye level to the viewer. Vanishing points of 1&2 point perspective will always be on the horizon line as will all depth lines stem from
atmospheric perspective, method of creating the illusion of depth, or recession, in a painting or drawing by modulating color to simulate changes effected by the atmosphere on the colors of things seen at a distance.
Metacognition higher-order thinking that enables understanding, analysis, control of one’s cognitive processes & assessment of personal learning.(thinking about thinking)
Register: panel or framing element used in cartooning, photo layout, and relief sculpture to set the imagery within borders or outline, commonly rectangular but not limited to any shape format. 
Composite: made up of separate parts or elements (compound) a putting together of differing parts to make a single object, element, idea, or group operating as one entity
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
