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A Request for Response  may result in  any or all of 
the following (not limited): 
- Revison of a BIP
- Outside referrals
- Additional Classroom Supports
- Parent Conference with Student Support Services
- Recommendation for Homebound
- Recommendation for Alternative Placement

In addition to creating a BIP, the Student Support Team should 
consider:
- Individual Safety Plan
- Continued Parent Conferences
- Group Counseling
- Referral for parental support
- Referral to Pediatrician
- Home Visits
- Referral to outside counseling
- Addressing unmet needs
- Change of Classroom
- Skill level assessment
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
